In this restoration project, the previous owner of the house has not renovated or done any improvement work to the interior unit since the early 1950’s.  Prior to having the kitchen finished (as shown in picture), the kitchen counter top were falling apart; however, the cabinets were still intact.  We recommended the new owner to keep the existing dark hardwood kitchen cabinets and repair any broken or damaged draws it may have instead of buying a whole new kitchen cabinet set.  Besides replacing some broken draws, new items that were purchased for the kitchen was the granite counter top and sink.  The heating system for the   house was replaced.  We removed the old radiators and installed new baseboard heaters to give the house a modern feel.  Overall, we worked with the original oak-wood cabinets and installed a new stretched-out black marble counter top.  The granite bathrooms and dropped chandeliers added more elegance to the house.  We preformed the wood floor refinishing, framing, sheet-rocking, painting, tiling, lighting fixture installation and pluming fixture installation for this project.
