This project was to waterproof three sides of an old four story tenement building.  The mortar around the exterior brick wall was cracking and water was entering into the interior walls of the building.  For this particular project, the most effective and efficient way to repair the mortar, bricks and thoro-seal the exterior of the building was to use a hanging scaffold.  We worked on one section at a time. We started by first repairing all the deteriorated masonry bricks, and then pointed all cracked brick linings.  Once all the masonry repairs for the section were complete, we applied a waterproof-coat to the masonry for maximum weatherproofing.
